From the Fire 
Chief… 

 
The Española DPS Fire/Rescue Department has 
already responded to several heat related incidents. 
Most of the victims failed to drink a sufficient amount 
of liquid prior to their outdoor activities. Remember 
that a 50% Gatorade powder mixed with 50% water 
is ideal in order to keep the body sufficiently 
hydrated. Water alone will not be sufficient, as the 
body also needs adequate electrolytes, which 
Gatorade replenishes.  
The wild land areas are quickly drying out due to the 
recent heat wave. Keep in mind that it only takes a 
spark from an unattended campfire, or a thrown 
cigarette to start a catastrophic fire. Be careful while 
outdoors and ensure that campfires are adequately 
extinguished. Never leave a campfire unattended.

• NO black cats or other loud                                                                                              

firecrackers 
• NO Aerials over 10’ 
• Set fireworks on a hard 

surface such as pavement or 
road base and avoid grass 

• Be safe and watch your kids, 
do not allow unsupervised use
